CONSENT TO USE OF EASEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made this day of , 2026, between Verandah West

Community Development District (“District”) and Savoie William Jeffrey TR For Savoie Family

Trust Estate ., (“Owners”).

WHEREAS, District is the owner of the Lake Maintenance Easement adjacent to 12655 Oak
Bend Drive, Fort Myers, FL. 33905 according to the Plat thereof recorded at Plat Book 78 PGS70-86,
Block B Lot 12 of the Public Records of Lee County, Florida (“Property”); and

WHEREAS, Owners have requested permission to allow for the encroachment to repair and
maintain a pool deck with screen enclosure, located on the Property as depicted in the attached
Exhibit A (the “Improvements”).

WHEREAS, District is willing to consent to Owner’s to allow the encroachment of the Pool
Deck and Screen Enclosure under the terms and conditions herein described.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of these premises, the District and Owner hereby
agree as follows:

1. Notwithstanding any of the provisions of the grants or dedications in favor of the
District and subject to the terms, stipulations and conditions stated herein, consent is hereby given by
District to Owner to the allowance of the Improvements on the Property.

2. Owners hereby accept this Consent with full knowledge of District’s prior rights and
that the Pool Deck and Screen Enclosure Improvements are within this 10’ lake maintenance
easement. This Consent shall not be construed to reduce or diminish District’s prior rights in any

way.
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3. The Owners’ Improvements located on the Property, and as identified on attached
Exhibit A, shall be utilized and maintained as to not, in any way, prevent the safe and uninterrupted
access to and across the Property and operation of the facilities of the District within the Property.
The Owner may not extend the footprint of the Improvements.

4. District will have the right to remove portions of the Improvements. as may be
reasonably necessary for the purpose of constructing, maintaining, repairing, altering, replacing,
or removal of its facilities as determined by the District at the owner’s expense.

5. The District shall not be liable in any manner for damages to, or the cost of
replacement of, all or any portion of the Improvements and the Owners hereby assume all risk and
expense involved in the replacement or reconstruction of same.

6. Owners hereby agree to indemnify, save, defend and hold harmless District
(including, without limitation, District’s officers, employees, agents, nominees and residents) from
and against any and all losses, damages (including, without limitation, any and all consequential
damages), costs, charges, expenses, claims, demands, causes of action, accounts, sums of money,
reckonings, bounds, bills, covenants, controversies, agreements, promises, variances, trespasses,
executions, and liabilities (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs at all levels and/or
negotiations) whatsoever, at law or in equity, whether in tort, in contract, or otherwise, which may be
asserted or recovered against District (including, without limitation, District’s officers, employees,
agents, nominees, and residents), whether asserted by suit, proceeding, defenses, counterclaims, set-
offs or otherwise, resulting from Owners’, their successors or assigns (including, without limitation,
their invitees, licensees, franchisees, guests, lessees, employees, agents and nominees), use,
enjoyment and occupancy of the easement area.

7. This Agreement shall run with the land and continue in full force and effect until
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terminated by recording an instrument in the Public Records of Lee County, Florida, signed by the
District.

8. All of the terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon and shall
inure the benefit of the heirs, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

0. It is mutually understood and agreed that this Agreement, as written, covers all of the
agreements and stipulations between the parties and that no representations or statements, oral or
written, have been made modifying, adding to, or changing the terms hereof.

Special Assessment On-Roll — At 95% Year to Date (YTD) through the month of November, note the majority is typically
received in December as a result of payers taking advantage of the early discount (4%).

Special Assessment Off-Roll — through the end of March at 50%. Specific to The Verandah Club and pays monthly.
Expenditures (through the end of March at 32% is 18% under straight proration of 50%)

Supervisors: through end of March at 64%. Budget is for four meetings per year. Special meeting held on March 16™.
Audit: through end of March is 7%. Audit will be presented at your August meeting for acceptance.

Legal: At 35% is typical as activities fluctuate year over year.

Engineering: At 149% - Johnson Engineering Fees as well as periodic updating of the GIS Mapping Program (FL GIS Solutions)
fluctuate year over year due to required activities.

Note: There are charges to this line item in error, and not shared with the VE. Hammock Creek/C-2 Restoration of
approximately $2,660.00 as well as approximately $1,408.00 regarding the meeting with the residents surrounding flooding
concerns should have been coded to Water Management/Lake Bank Restoration.

Trustee: At 0% and is the annual fees paid to U.S. Bank for acting as trustee, paying agent and registrar.

Dissemination Agent: At 50% is straight proration year to date. The District must annually disseminate financial information in
order to comply with the requirements of Rule 15¢c2-12 under the Securities & Exchange Act of 1934.

Arbitrage rebate calculation: At 0% year to date. To ensure the District’s compliance with all tax regulations, annual
computations are necessary to calculate arbitrage rebate liability.

Assessment Roll Preparation: At 50% and is billed monthly.
Insurance: At 89% is a once-a-year expense typical occurring in October.
Contingencies: At 64% year to date and is for bank charges and miscellaneous expenses incurred throughout the year.

Annual District Filing Fee: At 100% is a once-a-year active status filing with the State of Florida and typically is occurring in
October/November.

Water Mgt Contract SRV: Through end of March is 54% and billed monthly. Note that VE has not been coded for the $150.00
per month for the wall maintenance. Accounting has been notified that this is not a shared cost between the District’s.

Aquascaping/Pipe Cleanout: At 3% and completed during the month of October ($3,200.00 — District pipes identified while
inspecting the HOA’s pipes and shared by both Districts).

Tax Collector: At 94%, this expenditure is directly related to the cost of collecting the District’s special assessment on roll
revenue.
